Registration packets can be picked up at Trotwood Police Department between 8:00 am to 3:30 
pm Monday through Friday, or contact our office and one can be emailed out. 
 
Class size is limited to the first 10 students and you must be 18 years of age to participate. You 
can apply if you live outside the City of Trotwood but first preference will be given to Trotwood 
Residents.  All participants will be required to submit to a background checks.
